Topic: Appropriations Limit Calculation for Fiscal Year 2020-21
Summary

This report details the factors used to calculate the appropriations limit for fiscal year 2020-21.

Discussion

In November 1979, California voters passed Proposition 4 (the Gann Initiative), which added Article XIIIB
to the State Constitution. This article establishes limits on the appropriation of proceeds of taxes. In June
of 1990, the voters passed Proposition 111, which updates the State’s and local agencies’ appropriations
limit calculation to allow for new funding, while still providing an overall limit on state and local funding.

Prior to the passage of Proposition 111, the limit was based on the 1978-79 proceeds of taxes adjusted
annually for population and cost of living changes. Proposition 111 established new cost of living factors
and new population factors for use by local governments. Below are the two types of factors, their
associated values specific to the District, and Staff’s recommended option for each:

Cost of Living: Local governments may annually choose, by a recorded vote of the governing body, either:

e The change in California per capita personal income (3.73% for FY 2020-21) as provided by the
Department of Finance, or

e Recommended option: The percentage change in the jurisdiction’s assessed valuation from non-
residential new construction (20.27% for FY 2020-21). The change in non-residential new
construction is $105 million (mostly from the Rosewood Miramar project), which is divided by the
change in gross assessed value of $519 million to calculate the annual percentage change.

Population: Option to choose the change for the whole County, or the unincorporated area of the County:
e Recommended option: The change for the County (0.26% in FY 2020-21), or
e The change for the unincorporated area of the County (-0.14% in FY 2020-21).

September 28, 2020
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Conclusion

Staff recommends approval of the attached resolution and appropriations limit for FY 2020-21 using the
following factors:

e Cost of Living: The change in the District Non-Residential New Construction of 20.27%, or a factor
of 1.2027, and

e Population: The change in the County of Santa Barbara of 0.26%, or a factor of 1.0026.
e This results in an increase in the appropriation limit by a factor of 1.20583 to $29,000,067.

a. Accept the report of the Proposition 4/111 Appropriations Limit as shown in Exhibits | and Il for
FY 2020-21 and Resolution 2020-10.

b. Amend, modify or reject the above option.

Subject: Price Factor and Population Information

Appropriations Limit

California Revenue and Taxation Code section 2227 requires the Department of Finance to
transmit an estimate of the percentage change in population to local governments. Each local
jurisdiction must use their percentage change in population factor for January 1, 2020, in
conjunction with a change in the cost of living, or price factor, to calculate their appropriations
limit for fiscal year 2020-21. Attachment A provides the change in California’s per capita personal
income and an example for utilizing the price factor and population percentage change factor
to calculate the 2020-21 appropriations limit. Attachment B provides the city and unincorporated
county population percentage change. Attachment C provides the population percentage
change for counties and their summed incorporated areas. The population percentage change
data excludes federal and state institutionalized populations and military populations.

Population Percent Change for Special Districts

Some special districts must establish an annual appropriations limit. California Revenue and
Taxation Code section 2228 provides additional information regarding the appropriations limit.
Article XllI B, section 9(C) of the California Constitution exempts certain special districts from the
appropriations limit calculation mandate. The code section and the California Constitution can
be accessed at the following website: http://leqginfo.legislature.ca.gov/faces/codes.xhtml.

Special districts required by law to calculate their appropriations limit must present the calculation
as part of their annual audit. Any questions special districts have on this requirement should be
directed to their county, district legal counsel, or the law itself. No state agency reviews the local
appropriations limits.

Population Certification

The population certification program applies only to cities and counties. California Revenue and
Taxation Code section 11005.6 mandates Finance to automatically certify any population
estimate that exceeds the current certified population with the State Controller’s Office. Finance
will certify the higher estimate to the State Controller by June 1, 2020.

Please Note: The prior year’s city population estimates may be revised. The per capita personal
income change is based on historical data. Given the stay-at-home orders due to COVID-19,
growth in the coming years may be substantially lower than recent trends.

The
cost of living factor provided here is per capita personal income. If the percentage
change in per capita personal income is selected, the percentage change to be
used in setting the fiscal year 2020-21 appropriation limit is:

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS
OF THE MONTECITO FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT
ESTABLISHING APPROPRIATION LIMITS UNDER ARTICLE XIIIB
OF THE STATE CONSTITUTION OF THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA

WHEREAS, Section 7910 of the Government Code, which became effective on January
1, 1981, requires the governing body of each local jurisdiction to establish by Resolution its
appropriation limit for the following fiscal year pursuant to Article XI1I B of the California State
Constitution at a regularly scheduled or noticed special meeting; and

WHEREAS, it is the intent of the Board of Directors to establish a limit for 2020-21
based on the measure approved by the voters July 24, 2018; and

new construction of 1.2027 and the change in the County population of 1.0026. The factors
increase the appropriation limit by a factor of 1.20583 and sets the appropriation limit for fiscal
year 2020-21 at $29,000,067 before application of a voter approved appropriations limit
override.

Chief Taylor stated that there were no significant calls last
month, and the Department appears to be back at the normal pre COVID-19 call volume
of 130-150 calls per month. Chief Taylor stated that the Department remains in Phase 2
of the Continuity of Operations Plan. He added the County has seen a slight down trend
in COVID cases over the last two weeks, averaging 50 per day. He stated that all
firefighters are still practicing social distancing and wearing face coverings at the stations.
He added that all Personal Protective Equipment inventories are good. Chief Taylor
provided information regarding partnerships with Santa Barbara County Roads, the
Sheriff’s Office and the Montecito Association. The Chief stated that 13 personnel are
assigned out on incidents, and provided an update regarding major fires within California.
He also noted that the Department remains fully staffed with a normal compliment of
firefighters, ready to handle any emergency in the District. The Chief stated the Fire
Station Location Study is continuing as advertised. He stated all data has been submitted
to the consultant, and the Committee anticipates a mid- November or early December
community meeting. Chief Taylor stated that the solar contract was signed last
Wednesday, and the District should see movement on that project shortly. Chief Taylor
stated the Department has engaged Atkins Engineering to update the Debris Flow Risk
Map, as well as the biologist, Kevin Cooper for the watershed study (a critical component
of the Debris Flow Risk Map). He noted the map will be published in early December.

-Public Service: Non-emergency requests for assistance. Examples: lock out, animal rescue, ring removal,
water problem, lift assists, seized gate, stalled elevator, providing the Sheriff’'s Department with a ladder to
enter a building.
