Definitions:

-Good Intent: Firefighters respond to a reported emergency, but find a different type of incident or nothing at
all upon arrival to the area. (Dispatched and Cancelled In Route falls in this category.) Example: A caller
reports smoke on the hillside. Firefighters arrive to discover a grading operation at a construction site is
creating dust mistaken for smoke.

-Public Service: Non-emergency requests for assistance. Examples: lock out, animal rescue, ring removal,

water problem, lift assists, seized gate, stalled elevator, providing the Sheriff’s Department with a ladder to
enter a building.
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
